What goes where?

The object of this document is to provide an outline in principle of a Key Stage 3 Information Advice and Guidance

programme to provide a common or at least conjoined outline for (originally) EPiC consortia, with the intention that it could by used across other consortia.

The intention is that (in EPiC), it addresses:

The fact that Y7 move into High School in the Pershore Area and Y8 move in Evesham, with the resulting issues of resources, timings and the risk of duplication. 


The issues as to the implications of such a programme in terms of finance and communication.

The intention to provide detailed and unbiased information across KS3, including the Connexions service where possible.

This information is to ensure students have a clear view from Y7 as to the courses available at KS4, including the Diploma in whatever vocational areas are available.  (Not all Diplomas may be available across all consortia.) 
This is also based on the following assumptions:
Some dedicated time can be made available; either in existing PHSE lessons, Tutorial time, assemblies or other. 
(Possibly cross curricular if feasible.) Collapsed afternoons or days may be an option for some sections.
Students will have access to ICT for use of ICT-generated IAG, such as the use of websites.
Y9 Parents' evening (Pathways/Options) should follow a largely common procedure and give common information by 2009.
Connexion Personal Advisers to provide impartial advice & guidance in KS3 to prepare for Pathways/Options in KS4. 
(Time allocation will vary across the providers at KS3. This is designed to provide a broad outline to ensure each Year group receives a similar programme. The content is negotiable; the suggestions as to content in the following pages are meant as a guide.)
Further training will be required; particularly for staff who have not been involved in IAG in the past.
